Prepositions are short words that show time, place, direction, etc.
Some examples of prepositions are at, on, in, to, from, above, under,
of, and between. In this lesson, we will study prepositions of place.

B. Common Sentence Patterns for Prepositions of Place

There are two common sentence patterns
that we use with prepositions of place.
1. The + noun + verb + preposition + the + noun.
* The cookie is on the plate. (singular)
+ The strawberries are on the plate. (plural)
2. There +is +(a) + noun + preposition + the + noun.

« Thereis a cup of coffee on the table. (singular)
+ There are bananas on the table. (plural)

C. Prepositions of Place with Similar Meanings

Some prepositions have similar meanings.
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1. Next to and beside 2. On, above, and over 3. Under, beneath, and below
have the same meaning. have similar meanings. have similar meanings.
